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Constitutional Amendment No. 30 
Replacing the board of education, board of regents and 
commissioner of higher education with a department of 
education and a state education commission. 

Constitutional Amendment No. 31 
Allowing state compensation insurance fund money to 
be invested in private corporate capital stock. 

Constitutional Amendment No. 32 
Restricting the legislature to meeting in regular session 
for 90 days in either even-numbered or odd-numbered 
years, but not both. 

Initiative 121 
Gradually raising the minimum hourly wage in Montana 
from $4.25 to $6.25 by the year 2000, unless higher 
wages are required by federal law. 

initiative 122 
Requiring the removal of specified levels of carcinogens, 
toxins, metals and nutrients prior to dilution or release 
of mine discharges into state waters. 

Initiative 123 
Allowing lawuits for civil damages against those who 
commit unlawful threats or intimidation, and prohibiting 
the filing of false liens against property. 

Initiative 125 
Prohibiting direct corporate spending on ballot issues, except 

by non-profit corporations not controlled by for-profit companies, 
and setting voluntary spending limits for ballot issues 

Initiative 132 
Requiring a notation on state ballots showing candidates 
for Congress or the legislature who fail to support term 
limits for members of Congress.
